"There is sufficient information to conclude that the
relative risk of lung cancer is increased in persons with silico-
sis (and, apparently, not in employees without silicosis ex-
posed to silica dust in quarries and in the ceramic industry).
Therefore, preventing the onset of silicosis will also reduce the
cancer risk..." (SCOEL SUM Doc 94-final, June 2003)

According to the current state of the art, worker protection
against silicosis can be consistently assured by respecting the
existing regulatory occupational exposure limits.
